Heath Lady Hawks rebound from tough loss to Rockwall

The Rockwall-Heath Lady Hawks
seemed loose before their showdown
against Rockwall for first place in
District 10-4A Friday, Jan. 22.

In contrast, the district leaders, with
a one-game lead, seemed businesslike
in their warm-ups.

RHHS put tight defense on the
Lady Jackets and high-scoring Peyton
Adamson, and cut a 25-19 halftime
deficit to just three points, 39-36, en-
tering the fourth quarter before an en-
thusiastic home crowd.

However, Rockwall took care of
business in the fourth quarter and
pulled away for a 54-48 victory. It was
the closest margin for the Lady Jackets
in a district game this season, beating
the previous closest game of 10 points
when the Lady Hawks visited RHS.

Rockwall is ranked third among
the state’s 4A teams. Despite a good
showing against that team, Rockwall-
Heath dropped out of even the Dallas
Morning News’ Metroplex top 10.

“We’re very under-ranked,” said
proud RHHS head coach Devin
Gabbard. “People don’t realize these
kids can go up against a team like
Rockwall.”

Lady Jackets head coach Jill McDill
has noticed. She said, “This speaks
tons for Coach Gabbard. He has done
a great job. The kids have worked hard

and made a lot of progress.”

Rockwall-Heath fans showed up
to root their team toward what they
hoped would be its first victory in four
tries against Rockwall, which hasn’t
lost in its two years in 10-4A.

Those fans almost got their wish.

The Lady Hawks led only twice, at
2-0 and 4-3, before RHS went on a 7-0
run to help put the Lady Jackets ahead
12-8 after the first quarter.

RHHS stayed close until Rockwall
pulled away to a seven-point lead, 35-
28, in the third quarter. But with Lady
Hawks star Shanae Lowrance in foul
trouble, Brooke Eddy took matters in
her own hands. She drove for three
baskets that pulled Rockwall-Heath
within a point at 35-34 and appeared
to put the Lady Jackets on the ropes.

Adamson then restored order for
her team by making four foul shots.
She finished with 26 points, but
had to make 15 of 16 free throws to
do that. The Lady Hawks, primar-
ily Lyndsey Renta, kept the ball away
from Adamson and limited her to five
field goals.

Following the night’s theme,
Gabbard said, “Renta did a nice job on
Peyton in both games. She’s our most
under-ranked player. She can score
too, but she doesn’t look to do it.”

Renta scored seven points, trailing

only the 10 points each by Eddy and
Katelyn Morris as they stepped up dur-
ing Lowrance’s prolonged absences.

“I think if we play them and Peyton
sits out for three quarters of the game,
it would be a different outcome,”
Gabbard said.

“It was a great game. We couldn’t
catch a break, and we made some mis-
takes.”

The Lady Hawks still might have
been thinking about that near-miss
Tuesday when they played Carrollton
Newman Smith at home.

Gabbard said, “We didn’t say any-
thing about it before the game, but we
talked a little bit after the game about
how that Rockwall game was draining
because we had a lot of hopes.”

Against Newman Smith, Rockwall-
Heath led almost the entire game, but
the Lady Trojans used runs of 9-0 and
7-0 to go ahead 37-36 on Morgan
Ainsworth’s basket 16 seconds into the
fourth quarter.

Lowrance, who again had missed
time because of fouls, then took over.
She dominated the boards, hauling
down four of her game-high 11 re-
bounds. She passed to teammates for
two baskets. And when Smith again
pulled within one point at 47-46,
Lowrance put in a rebound of her own
shot. Three RHHS foul shots made the

final score 52-46.

Gabbard said, “She’s just an amaz-
ing kid to watch.”

Hawks fall back into Sth-place tie

Losses to Rockwall and District 10-4A leader Carrollton Newman Smith have
dropped the Rockwall-Heath boys’ basketball team into a fifth-place tie in the

district.

Entering the Friday, Jan. 22, game at Rockwall, the Hawks had been tied for
fourth place in the district at 3-3, with RHS a game behind.

RHHS seemed to have the game under control with a 32-25 lead through three
quarters. The Hawks stretched that lead to nine points with less than three min-
utes to play, but the Yellowjackets rallied to win 45-42.

At Newman Smith Tuesday, Rockwall-Heath wasn’t even close. The Trojans,
unbeaten in 10-4A, took a 31-12 halftime lead and coasted home with a 69-
54 victory. Sophomore Conner Geiser provided a spark for the Hawks with 16

points.

That loss left RHHS and Rockwall, upset Tuesday at last-place Carrollton
R.L. Turner with 3-5 district records. They are two games behind Greenville and

Highland Park, tied for third place.

Four teams will make the playoffs, so the Hawks would have to make up at
least two games in their final six district contests to play in the postseason. Their
next chance is scheduled at home Friday against Royse City (1-7 in 10-4A).
